The story so far
Our Invited Mission began three years ago, bringing people 
from across the Diocese, and far beyond, together in faith, 
online.  
Season I allowed us to explore the basic message of the 
Gospel; that we are created by a God of love, for a perfect 
relationship of love with Him, but that sadly our 
brokenness, weakness, and wounded nature means that 
we often turn away from Him – struggling to find our own 
paths to the peace and joy that only He can bring.
